2. All book reviews must be based on the novel chosen from the 2024 Term 4 Novel List, 

corresponding to each student’s grade – see Page 1. 

3. Students must compose their comprehensive book reviews using the official paper entry form 

and submit them by Saturday, 1st February 2025. Submissions can be made online or by 

delivering a physical copy to the office in person.  

4. Participants are required to ensure the coherency of sentences, accurate spelling, proper use of 

grammar and punctuation, as well as the appropriate organisation of paragraphs in their reviews. 

Marks will be awarded solely to well-presented and completed reviews, adhering to the book 

review guidelines provided below.
